Permanent Administrative Regulations

Article 34.—DISCRIMINATION  
BECAUSE OF DISABILITY

21-34-1. Definitions. Each of the following terms, as 
used in this article of the commission’s regulations and 
in K.S.A. 44-1001 et seq. and amendments thereto, shall 
have the meaning specified in this regulation:

(a) “Covered entity” means an employer, labor organi-
zation, employment agency, or joint labor-management 

committee.
(b) “Direct threat” means a significant risk of substan-

tial harm to the health or safety of an individual or others 
that cannot be eliminated or reduced by reasonable ac-
commodation.

(c) “Essential function” means the fundamental job du-
ties of the employment position that an individual with 
a disability holds or seeks. The term “essential function” 
shall not include the marginal functions of the position.

(d) “Has a record of such impairment” means has a 
history of, or has been misclassified as having, a mental 
or physical impairment that substantially limits one or 
more major life activities.

(e) “Illegal use of drugs” means the use of drugs, the 
possession or distribution of which is unlawful under the 
controlled substances act, 21 U.S.C. 812. This term shall 
not include the use of a drug taken under the supervision 
of a licensed health care professional, or other uses au-
thorized by controlled substances act or other provisions 
of federal or Kansas law.

(f) “Physical or mental impairment” means either of 
the following:

(1) Any physiological disorder or condition, cosmetic 
disfigurement, or anatomical loss affecting one or more 
body organs or body systems; or

(2) any mental or psychological disorder, including an 
intellectual disability, organic brain syndrome, emotion-
al or mental illness, and learning disabilities.

(g) “Qualified individual with a disability” means an 
individual with a disability who meets the requisite skill, 
experience, education, and other job-related require-
ments of the employment position that the individual 
holds or seeks and who, with or without reasonable ac-
commodation, can perform the essential functions of the 
position.

(h) “Qualification standards” means the personal and 
professional attributes, including the skill, experience, 
education, physical, medical, safety and other require-
ments, established by a covered entity as requirements 
that an individual must meet in order to be eligible for 
the position held or sought.

(i) “Substantially limits,” when used regarding an in-
dividual, means that the individual has, is regarded as 
having, or has a record of having a physical or mental 
impairment that affects or is perceived as affecting the 
individual’s ability to perform a major life activity that 
most people in the general population can perform. This 
term shall not require that the individual be prevented, 
or significantly or severely restricted, from performing 
a major life activity. (Authorized by K.S.A. 44-1004; im-
plementing K.S.A. 44-1002, K.S.A. 44-1006, and K.S.A. 
44-1009; effective, T-21-3-27-92, March 27, 1992; effective

(b) Each individual licensed by the board as an occu-
pational therapist and rendering professional services 
in Kansas shall submit, with the annual application for 
renewal of the license, evidence that the individual has 
the professional liability insurance coverage specified in 
subsection (a).

(4) a statement of the basis of the adverse action;
(5) a citation to and copy of the applicable policies or 

manual excerpts relied upon for the decision. The ap-
plicable medical necessity criteria or guidelines used in 
making medical necessity decisions shall be included;

(6) a citation to or copy of the applicable Kansas and 

federal statutes and regulations relied upon for the ad-
verse action;

(10) the name and title of each person who will testify 

or represent the department at the state fair hearing; and
(11) for state fair hearings involving a decision by the 

external independent third-party reviewer, copies of the 
notice of provider appeal resolution, all of the provid-
er appeal documentation submitted to and reviewed by 
the external reviewer, the MCE’s acknowledgement of 
receipt of the request for external review, the external re-
viewer’s decision letter, and the MCE’s notice of external 
reviewer’s decision.

(b) Upon written request by the department, the pre-
siding officer assigned to the state fair hearing may grant 
additional time for the completion of the summary. The 
presiding officer shall file notification of the approval or 
denial of the extension request. If approved, the notifi-
cation shall include the revised due date for the depart-
ment’s summary.

(c) If the responsibility for the preparation of the de-
partment’s summary has been given to the secretary’s 
designee, the secretary’s designee shall meet the require-
ments of this regulation and any additional directives by 
the department.

(d) If a member or a provider submits a state fair hearing 
request regarding an MCE’s decision that is subsequently 
reviewed by the external independent third-party review-
er and a department summary has been submitted to the 
presiding officer for one or both state fair hearing requests, 
the department or the department’s designee shall not be 
required to submit a second department summary if a 
member or a provider submits a state fair hearing request 
regarding the same MCE decision following the decision 
by the external independent third-party reviewer. An ad-
dendum to the department summary may be submitted in 
lieu of an additional department summary.

(e) If the state fair hearing request involves a decision 
by the external independent third-party reviewer and 
the department is the appellant, the department or the 
department’s designee shall furnish to the respondent 
and the presiding officer a summary providing the in-
formation and exhibits specified in subsection (a). The 
exhibits shall include all documents reviewed and relied 
upon by the external independent third-party reviewer 
for its decision.

(f) The department’s summary shall be submitted to 
the presiding officer and the appellant within 30 days as 
specified in subsection (a) or by the date approved by 
the presiding officer as specified in subsection (b) unless 
there is an administrative or other emergency beyond the 
control of the presiding officer or the department.

Article 9.—MANAGED CARE PROVIDER  
GRIEVANCES, RECONSIDERATIONS, APPEALS,

FOR-SERVICE PROVIDER GRIEVANCES  
AND STATE FAIR HEARINGS

129-9-17. Department’s summary. (a) Within 30 
days of the date of the acknowledgement and order is-
sued by the presiding officer in response to a request for 
a state fair hearing, the appellant and the presiding offi-
cer shall be furnished by the department with a summa-
ry providing the following information and exhibits:

(1) The appellant’s name and address;
(2) a summary statement concerning why the appellant 

is filing a request for a state fair hearing;
(3) a brief and relevant chronological summary of the 

events that occurred in relationship to the appellant’s re-
quest for a state fair hearing;

(4) a statement of the basis of the adverse action;
(5) a citation to and copy of the applicable policies or 

provider manual excerpts relied upon for the adverse de-
cision. The applicable medical necessity criteria or guide-
lines used in making medical necessity decisions shall be 
included;

(6) a citation to or copy of applicable Kansas and fed-
eral statutes and regulations relied upon for the adverse 
action;

(7) a citation to or copy of applicable state plan or waiv-
er documents relied upon for the adverse action;

(8) a copy of the notice that notified the appellant of the 
decision in question and any subsequent notices;

(9) a copy of any applicable correspondence;
(10) a copy of the provider’s contract with the MCE or 

the provider’s contract with KMAP, as applicable to the 
issue involved in the state fair hearing;

(11) the name and title of each person who will testify 
or represent the department at the state fair hearing; and

(12) for state fair hearings involving a decision by the 
external independent third-party reviewer, copies of the 
notice of the provider appeal resolution, all of the pro-
vider appeal documentation submitted to and reviewed 
by the external reviewer, the MCE’s acknowledgement 
of receipt of the request for external review, the external 
reviewer’s decision letter, and the MCE’s notice of exter-
nal reviewer’s decision.

(b) Upon written request by the department, the pre-
siding officer assigned to the state fair hearing may grant 
additional time for the completion of the summary. The 
presiding officer shall file notification of the approval or 
denial of the extension request. If approved, the notifi-
cation shall include the revised due date for the depart-
ment’s summary.

(c) If the responsibility for the preparation of the de-
partment’s summary has been given to the secretary’s 
designee, the secretary’s designee shall meet the require-
ments of this regulation and any additional directives by 
the department.

(d) If a member or a provider submits a state fair 
hearing request regarding an MCE’s decision that is 
subsequently reviewed by the external independent 
third-party reviewer and a department summary has 
been submitted to the presiding officer for one or both 
state fair hearing requests, the department or the depart-
ment’s designee shall not be required to submit a second 
department summary if a member or a provider submits 
a state fair hearing request regarding the same MCE de-
cision following the decision by the external indepen-
dent third-party reviewer. An addendum to the depart-
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ment summary may be submitted in lieu of an additional 
department summary.

(e) If the state fair hearing request involves a decision 
by the external independent third-party reviewer and 
the department is the appellant, the department or the 
department’s designee shall furnish to the respondent 
and the presiding officer a summary providing the in-
formation and exhibits specified in subsection (a). The 
exhibits shall include all documents reviewed and relied 
upon by the external independent third-party reviewer 
for its decision.

(f) The department’s summary shall be submitted to 
the presiding officer and the appellant within 30 days as 

specified in subsection (a) or by the date approved by 
the presiding officer as specified in subsection (b) unless 
there is an administrative or other emergency beyond the 
control of the presiding officer or the department. The 
due date for the department’s summary may be modified 
by the presiding officer before or after the administrative 
or other emergency. (Authorized by and implementing 
K.S.A. 65-1,254 and 75-7403; effective, T-129-1-6-23, Jan. 
6, 2023.)
