The treated water will
be routed to this lagoon until the turbidity level decreases at which
time the water is rerouted to the high rate recharge basins. Excess
water in this lagoon will be pumped over the dike to Kisiwa Creek.
The permittee also disposes of the high solids (sludge) slurry back
to the Little Arkansas River. The sludge slurry is created by the treat-
ment of the raw water from the Little Arkansas River during high
flow conditions via settling and Actiflo treatment. About 0.5 MGD
of sediment slurry and Actiflo reject water is returned to the Little
Arkansas River. The proposed permit contains limits for whole ef-
fluent toxicity and pH, as well as monitoring the lagoon pump run
time and flow.

Summary of Regulation:

28-32-13. The proposed amendment to this regulation
removes the requirement that local law enforcement
agencies and organizations that conduct breath alcohol
testing submit quarterly reports regarding the testing to
KDHE. The information that is currently submitted in
these reports is retrieved by KDHE staff during required
annual site inspections and inspections of Intoxilizer 8000
units at the law enforcement agencies and organizations.
Since the data is already retrieved by KDHE staff, the
requirement to generate and submit quarterly reports is
not needed.

Economic Impact:

Cost to individuals: There is no known increase in costs
to private citizens or regulated providers.

Cost to the agency: It is anticipated that the costs in-
curred by KDHE to implement this regulation will be
negligible. The annual site inspections of local law en-
forcement agencies and organizations and their testing
units are already being conducted by KDHE personnel
within the current budget. In addition, the proposed
amendment will reduce KDHE staff requirements to re-
view and maintain the quarterly reports from local agen-
cies and organizations.

Costs to other governmental agencies or units: The pro-
posed amendment will reduce the costs to local agencies
and organizations associated with producing quarterly
reports.

The time period between publication of this notice and
the scheduled hearing serves as the required public com-
ment period of at least 60 days for the purpose of receiv-
ing written public comments on the proposed amended
regulation.
