Sec. 3. Appeals to exceed expenditure limitations. (a) Upon written ap-
plication to the governor and approval of the state finance council, ex-
penditures from special revenue funds may exceed the amounts speci-
fied in this act.

(b) This section shall not apply to the expanded lottery act revenues
fund, state economic development initiatives fund, the children’s initia-
tives fund, the state water plan fund or the Kansas endowment for
youth fund, or to any account of any of such funds.

New Sec. 4. (a) On and after the effective date of this act, any party
filing a dispositive motion shall pay a fee in the amount of $195 to the
clerk of the district court. A poverty affidavit may be filed in lieu of
payment of such fee, as established in K.S.A. 60-2001, and amendments
thereto. The fee shall be disbursed in accordance with K.S.A. 20-362,
and amendments thereto. The fee shall only be established by an act of
the legislature and no other authority is established by law or otherwise
to collect such fee. Such fee shall be an item allowable as a cost pursuant
to K.S.A. 60-2003, and amendments thereto.

(b) As used in this section, ‘‘dispositive motion’’ means a motion to
dismiss, a motion for judgment on the pleadings, a motion for summary
judgment or partial summary judgment or a motion for judgment as a
matter of law. ‘‘Dispositive motion’’ also shall include any motion de-
termined by a judge to be seeking any disposition described in this
subsection, regardless of the title assigned to such motion at the time of
filing.

(c) The state of Kansas and all municipalities in this state, as defined
in K.S.A. 12-105a, and amendments thereto, shall be exempt from pay-
ing such fee.

(d) The provisions of this section shall not apply to an action pur-
suant to the code of civil procedure for limited actions.

(e) This section shall be part of and supplemental to the code of civil
procedure.

Sec. 5. On July 1, 2015, K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 8-2107 is hereby amended
to read as follows: 8-2107. (a) (1) Notwithstanding any other provisions
of the uniform act regulating traffic on highways, when a person is
stopped by a police officer for any of the offenses described in subsec-
tion (d) and such person is not immediately taken before a judge of the
district court, the police officer may require the person stopped, subject
to the provisions of subsection (c), to deposit with the officer a valid
Kansas driver’s license in exchange for a receipt therefor issued by such
police officer, the form of which shall be approved by the division of
vehicles. Such receipt shall be recognized as a valid temporary Kansas
driver’s license authorizing the operation of a motor vehicle by the per-
son stopped until the date of the hearing stated on the receipt. The
driver’s license and a written copy of the notice to appear shall be de-
livered by the police officer to the court having jurisdiction of the offense
charged as soon as reasonably possible. If the hearing on such charge
is continued for any reason, the judge may note on the receipt the date
to which such hearing has been continued and such receipt shall be
recognized as a valid temporary Kansas driver’s license until such date,
but in no event shall such receipt be recognized as a valid Kansas
driver’s license for a period longer than 30 days from the date set for
the original hearing. Any person who has deposited a driver’s license
with a police officer under this subsection (a) shall have such license
returned upon final determination of the charge against such person.

(2) In the event the person stopped deposits a valid Kansas driver’s
license with the police officer and fails to appear in the district court on
the date set for appearance, or any continuance thereof, and in any event
within 30 days from the date set for the original hearing, the court shall
forward such person’s driver’s license to the division of vehicles with
an appropriate explanation attached thereto. Upon receipt of such per-
son’s driver’s license, the division shall suspend such person’s privilege
to operate a motor vehicle in this state until such person appears before
the court having jurisdiction of the offense charged, the court makes a
final disposition thereof and notice of such disposition is given by the
court to the division. No new or replacement license shall be issued to
any such person until such notice of disposition has been received by
the division. The provisions of K.S.A. 8-256, and amendments thereto,

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limiting the suspension of a license to one year, shall not apply to sus-
pensions for failure to appear as provided in this subsection (a).

(b) No person shall apply for a replacement or new driver’s license
prior to the return of such person’s original license which has been
deposited in lieu of bond under this section. Violation of this subsection
(b) is a class C misdemeanor. The division may suspend such person’s
driver’s license for a period of not to exceed one year from the date the
division receives notice of the disposition of the person’s charge as pro-
vided in subsection (a).

(c) (1) In lieu of depositing a valid Kansas driver’s license with the
stopping police officer as provided in subsection (a), the person stopped
may elect to give bond in the amount specified in subsection (d) for the
offense for which the person was stopped. When such person does not
have a valid Kansas driver’s license, such person shall give such bond.
Such bond shall be subject to forfeiture if the person stopped does not
appear at the court and at the time specified in the written notice pro-
vided for in K.S.A. 8-2106, and amendments thereto.

(2) Such bond may be a cash bond, a bank card draft from any valid
and unexpired credit card approved by the division of vehicles or su-
perintendent of the Kansas highway patrol or a guaranteed arrest bond
certificate issued by either a surety company authorized to transact such
business in this state or an automobile club authorized to transact busi-
ness in this state by the commissioner of insurance. If any of the ap-
proved bank card issuers redeem the bank card draft at a discounted
rate, such discount shall be charged against the amount designated as
the fine for the offense. If such bond is not forfeited, the amount of the
bond less the discount rate shall be reimbursed to the person providing
the bond by the use of a bank card draft. Any such guaranteed arrest
bond certificate shall be signed by the person to whom it is issued and
shall contain a printed statement that such surety company or auto-
mobile club guarantees the appearance of such person and will, in the
event of failure of such person to appear in court at the time of trial,
pay any fine or forfeiture imposed on such person not to exceed an
amount to be stated on such certificate.

(3) Such cash bond shall be taken in the following manner: The po-
lice officer shall furnish the person stopped a stamped envelope ad-
dressed to the judge or clerk of the court named in the written notice to
appear and the person shall place in such envelope the amount of the
bond, and in the presence of the police officer shall deposit the same in
the United States mail. After such cash payment, the person stopped
need not sign the written notice to appear, but the police officer shall
note the amount of the bond mailed on the notice to appear form and
shall give a copy of such form to the person. If the person stopped
furnishes the police officer with a guaranteed arrest bond certificate or
bank card draft, the police officer shall give such person a receipt there-
for and shall note the amount of the bond on the notice to appear form
and give a copy of such form to the person stopped. Such person need
not sign the written notice to appear, and the police officer shall present
the notice to appear and the guaranteed arrest bond certificate or bank
card draft to the court having jurisdiction of the offense charged as soon
as reasonably possible.

(e) In the event of forfeiture of any bond under this section, $75 of
the amount forfeited shall be regarded as a docket fee in any court
having jurisdiction over the violation of state law.

(f) None of the provisions of this section shall be construed to con-
flict with the provisions of the nonresident violator compact.

(g) When a person is stopped by a police officer for any traffic in-
fraction and the person is a resident of a state which is not a member
of the nonresident violator compact, K.S.A. 8-1219 et seq., and amend-
ments thereto, or the person is licensed to drive under the laws of a
foreign country, the police officer may require a bond as provided for

under subsection (c). The bond shall be in the amount specified in the
uniform fine schedule in subsection (c) of K.S.A. 8-2118(c), and amend-
ments thereto, plus $75 which shall be regarded as a docket fee in any
court having jurisdiction over the violation of state law.

(h) When a person is stopped by a police officer for failure to pro-
vide proof of financial security pursuant to K.S.A. 40-3104, and amend-
ments thereto, and the person is a resident of another state or the person
is licensed to drive under the laws of a foreign country, the police officer
may require a bond as provided for under subsection (c). The bond shall
be in the amount of $75, plus $75 which shall be regarded as a docket
fee in any court having jurisdiction over the violation of state law.

(i) Except as provided further, the docket fee established in this sec-
tion shall be the only fee collected or moneys in the nature of a fee
collected for the docket fee. Such fee shall only be established by an act
of the legislature and no other authority is established by law or oth-
erwise to collect a fee. On and after July 1, 2013 2015, through July 1,
2015 June 30, 2017, the supreme court may impose an additional charge,
not to exceed $22 per docket fee, to fund the costs of non-judicial per-
sonnel.

Sec. 6. On July 1, 2015, K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 8-2110 is hereby amended
to read as follows: 8-2110. (a) Failure to comply with a traffic citation
means failure either to: (1) Appear before any district or municipal court
in response to a traffic citation and pay in full any fine and court costs
imposed; or (2) otherwise comply with a traffic citation as provided in
K.S.A. 8-2118, and amendments thereto. Failure to comply with a traffic
citation is a misdemeanor, regardless of the disposition of the charge
for which such citation was originally issued.

(b) (1) In addition to penalties of law applicable under subsection
(a), when a person fails to comply with a traffic citation, except for illegal
parking, standing or stopping, the district or municipal court in which
the person should have complied with the citation shall mail notice to
the person that if the person does not appear in district or municipal
court or pay all fines, court costs and any penalties within 30 days from
the date of mailing notice, the division of vehicles will be notified to
suspend the person’s driving privileges. The district or municipal court
may charge an additional fee of $5 for mailing such notice. Upon the
person’s failure to comply within such 30 days of mailing notice, the
district or municipal court shall electronically notify the division of ve-
hicles. Upon receipt of a report of a failure to comply with a traffic
citation under this subsection, pursuant to K.S.A. 8-255, and amend-
ments thereto, the division of vehicles shall notify the violator and sus-
pend the license of the violator until satisfactory evidence of compliance
with the terms of the traffic citation has been furnished to the informing
court. When the court determines the person has complied with the
terms of the traffic citation, the court shall immediately electronically
notify the division of vehicles of such compliance. Upon receipt of no-
tification of such compliance from the informing court, the division of
vehicles shall terminate the suspension or suspension action.

(2) (A) In lieu of suspension under paragraph (1), the driver may
submit to the division of vehicles a written request for restricted driving
privileges, with a non-refundable $25 application fee, to be applied by
the division of vehicles for additional administrative costs to implement
restricted driving privileges. The division shall remit all restricted driv-
ing privilege application fees to the state treasurer in accordance with
the provisions of K.S.A. 75-4215, and amendments thereto. Upon receipt
of each such remittance, the state treasurer shall deposit the entire
amount in the state treasury to the credit of the division of vehicles
operating fund.

(B) A person whose driver’s license has expired during the period
when such person’s drivers license has been suspended for failure to
pay fines for traffic citations, the driver may submit to the division of
vehicles a written request for restricted driving privileges, with a non-
refundable $25 application fee, to be applied by the division of vehicles
for additional administrative costs to implement restricted driving priv-
ileges. The division shall remit all restricted driving privilege applica-
tion fees to the state treasurer in accordance with the provisions of
K.S.A. 75-4215, and amendments thereto. Upon receipt of each such
remittance, the state treasurer shall deposit the entire amount in the
state treasury to the credit of the division of vehicles operating fund.
An individual shall not qualify for restricted driving privileges pursuant
to this section unless the following conditions are met: (i) The suspended
license that expired was issued by the division of vehicles; (ii) the sus-
pended license resulted from the individual’s failure to comply with a
traffic citation pursuant to subsection (b)(1); (iii) the traffic citation that
resulted in the failure to comply pursuant to subsection (b)(1) was is-
sued in this state; and (iv) the individual has not previously received a
stayed suspension as a result of a driving while suspended conviction.

(C) Upon review and approval of the driver’s eligibility, the driving
privileges will be restricted by the division of vehicles for a period up
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to one year or until the terms of the traffic citation have been complied
with and the court shall immediately electronically notify the division
of vehicles of such compliance. If the driver fails to comply with the
traffic citation within the one year restricted period, the driving privi-
leges will be suspended by the division of vehicles until the court de-
termines the person has complied with the terms of the traffic citation
and the court shall immediately electronically notify the division of ve-
hicles of such compliance. Upon receipt of notification of such compli-
ance from the informing court, the division of vehicles shall terminate
the suspension action. When restricted driving privileges are approved
pursuant to this section, the person’s driving privileges shall be re-
stricted to driving only under the following circumstances: (i) In going
to or returning from the person’s place of employment or schooling; (ii)
in the course of the person’s employment; (iii) in going to or returning
from an appointment with a health care provider or during a medical
emergency; and (iv) in going to and returning from probation or parole
meetings, drug or alcohol counseling or any place the person is required
to go by a court.

(c) Except as provided in subsection (d), when the district or mu-
nicipal court notifies the division of vehicles of a failure to comply with
a traffic citation pursuant to subsection (b), the court shall assess a re-
instatement fee of $59 for each charge on which the person failed to
make satisfaction regardless of the disposition of the charge for which
such citation was originally issued and regardless of any application for
restricted driving privileges. Such reinstatement fee shall be in addition
to any fine, restricted driving privilege application fee, district or mu-
nicipal court costs and other penalties. The court shall remit all rein-
statement fees to the state treasurer in accordance with the provisions
of K.S.A. 75-4215, and amendments thereto. Upon receipt of each such
remittance, the state treasurer shall deposit the entire amount in the
state treasury and shall credit 42.37% of such moneys to the division of
vehicles operating fund, 31.78% to the community alcoholism and in-
toxication programs fund created by K.S.A. 41-1126, and amendments
thereto, 10.59% to the juvenile detention facilities fund created by K.S.A.
79-4803, and amendments thereto, and 15.26% to the judicial branch
nonjudicial salary adjustment fund created by K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 20-
1a15, and amendments thereto.

(d) The district court or municipal court shall waive the reinstate-
ment fee provided for in subsection (c), if the failure to comply with a
traffic citation was the result of such person enlisting in or being drafted
into the armed services of the United States, being called into service as
a member of a reserve component of the military service of the United
States, or volunteering for such active duty, or being called into service
as a member of the state of Kansas national guard, or volunteering for
such active duty, and being absent from Kansas because of such military
service. In any case of a failure to comply with a traffic citation which
occurred on or after August 1, 1990, and prior to the effective date of
this act, in which a person was assessed and paid a reinstatement fee
and the person failed to comply with a traffic citation because the person
was absent from Kansas because of any such military service, the rein-
statement fee shall be reimbursed to such person upon application
therefor. The state treasurer and the director of accounts and reports
shall prescribe procedures for all such reimbursement payments and
shall create appropriate accounts, make appropriate accounting entries
and issue such appropriate vouchers and warrants as may be required
to make such reimbursement payments.

(e) Except as provided further, the reinstatement fee established in
this section shall be the only fee collected or moneys in the nature of a
fee collected for such reinstatement. Such fee shall only be established
by an act of the legislature and no other authority is established by law
or otherwise to collect a fee. On and after July 1, 2013 2015, through July
1, 2015 June 30, 2017, the supreme court may impose an additional
charge, not to exceed $22 per reinstatement fee, to fund the costs of non-
judicial personnel.

Sec. 7. On July 1, 2015, K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 20-362 is hereby amended
to read as follows: 20-362. The clerk of the district court shall remit all
revenues received from docket fees as follows:

(a) At least monthly to the county treasurer, for deposit in the
county treasury and credit to the county general fund:

(1) A sum equal to $10 for each docket fee paid pursuant to K.S.A.
60-2001 and 60-3005, and amendments thereto, during the preceding
calendar month;

(2) a sum equal to $10 for each $46 or $76 docket fee paid pursuant

(3) a sum equal to $5 for each $26 docket fee paid pursuant to K.S.A.

filed in the county and a sum equal to $1 for each fee paid pursuant to
subsection (c) of K.S.A. 28-170(c), and amendments thereto, during the
preceding calendar month for cases filed in the county.

(d) To the state treasurer, in accordance with the provisions of
K.S.A. 75-4215, and amendments thereto, for deposit in the state treas-
ury and credit to the law enforcement training center fund a sum equal
to $15 for each docket fee paid pursuant to K.S.A. 28-172a, and amend-
ments thereto, during the preceding calendar month.

(e) To the state treasurer, in accordance with the provisions of K.S.A.
75-4215, and amendments thereto, for deposit in the state treasury a
sum equal to the balance which remains from all docket fees paid during
the preceding calendar month after deduction of the amounts specified
in subsections (a), (b), (c) and (d). Of the balance remitted to the state
treasury pursuant to this subsection, the state treasurer shall credit
0.99% to the judicial council fund. During the fiscal years ending June
30, 2015, June 30, 2016, and June 30, 2017, June 30, 2018, and June 30,
2019, of the remainder, the state treasurer shall deposit and credit the
first $3,100,000 to the electronic filing and management fund created in
K.S.A. 2014 Supp.

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(b) Any person convicted of prostitution, as defined in K.S.A. 21-

3512, prior to its repeal, convicted of a violation of K.S.A. 2014 Supp.
21-6419, and amendments thereto, or who entered into a diversion
agreement in lieu of further criminal proceedings for such violation,
may petition the convicting court for the expungement of such convic-
tion or diversion agreement and related arrest records if:

(1) One or more years have elapsed since the person satisfied the
sentence imposed or the terms of a diversion agreement or was dis-
charged from probation, a community correctional services program,
parole, postrelease supervision, conditional release or a suspended sen-
tence; and

(2) such person can prove they were acting under coercion caused
by the act of another.

(2) driving while the privilege to operate a motor vehicle on the
public highways of this state has been canceled, suspended or revoked,
as prohibited by K.S.A. 8-262, and amendments thereto, or as prohibited
by any law of another state which is in substantial conformity with that
statute;

(3) criminal sodomy, as defined in subsection (a)(2) or (a)(3) of
K.S.A. 21-3505(a)(2) or (a)(3), prior to its repeal, or subsection (a)(3) or
(a)(4) of K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-5504(a)(3) or (a)(4), and amendments
thereto;

(4) aggravated criminal sodomy, as defined in K.S.A. 21-3506, prior
to its repeal, or K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-5504, and amendments thereto;

(5) indecent solicitation of a child or aggravated indecent solicitation
of a child, as defined in K.S.A. 21-3510 or 21-3511, prior to their repeal,
or K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-5508, and amendments thereto;

(6) sexual exploitation of a child, as defined in K.S.A. 21-3516, prior
to its repeal, or K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-5510, and amendments thereto;

(7) aggravated incest, as defined in K.S.A. 21-3603, prior to its re-
peal, or K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-5604, and amendments thereto;

(8) endangering a child or aggravated endangering a child, as de-
fined in K.S.A. 21-3608 or 21-3608a, prior to their repeal, or K.S.A. 2014
Supp.

On
and after July 1, 2013 2015, through July 1, 2015 June 30, 2017, the su-
preme court may impose a charge, not to exceed $19 per case, to fund
the costs of non-judicial personnel. The charge established in this section
shall be the only fee collected or moneys in the nature of a fee collected
for the case. Such charge shall only be established by an act of the leg-
islature and no other authority is established by law or otherwise to
collect a fee.

(3) All petitions for expungement shall be docketed in the original
criminal action. Any person who may have relevant information about
the petitioner may testify at the hearing. The court may inquire into the
background of the petitioner and shall have access to any reports or
records relating to the petitioner that are on file with the secretary of
corrections or the prisoner review board.

(h) At the hearing on the petition, the court shall order the peti-
tioner’s arrest record, conviction or diversion expunged if the court
finds that:

(1) The petitioner has not been convicted of a felony in the past two
years and no proceeding involving any such crime is presently pending
or being instituted against the petitioner;

(2) the circumstances and behavior of the petitioner warrant the
expungement; and

(3) the expungement is consistent with the public welfare.
(i) When the court has ordered an arrest record, conviction or di-

version expunged, the order of expungement shall state the information
required to be contained in the petition. The clerk of the court shall send
a certified copy of the order of expungement to the Kansas bureau of
investigation which shall notify the federal bureau of investigation, the
secretary of corrections and any other criminal justice agency which
may have a record of the arrest, conviction or diversion.

75-7b21, and amendments thereto, or employment as a de-
tective with a private detective agency, as defined by K.S.A. 75-7b01,
and amendments thereto; as security personnel with a private patrol
operator, as defined by K.S.A. 75-7b01, and amendments thereto; or
with an institution, as defined in K.S.A. 76-12a01, and amendments
thereto, of the Kansas department for aging and disability services;

(B) in any application for admission, or for an order of reinstate-
ment, to the practice of law in this state;

(C) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications for employ-
ment with the Kansas lottery or for work in sensitive areas within the
Kansas lottery as deemed appropriate by the executive director of the
Kansas lottery;

(D) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications for executive
director of the Kansas racing and gaming commission, for employment
with the commission or for work in sensitive areas in parimutuel racing
as deemed appropriate by the executive director of the commission, or
to aid in determining qualifications for licensure or renewal of licensure
by the commission;

(E) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications for the fol-
lowing under the Kansas expanded lottery act: (i) Lottery gaming facil-
ity manager or prospective manager, racetrack gaming facility manager
or prospective manager, licensee or certificate holder; or (ii) an officer,
director, employee, owner, agent or contractor thereof;

(F) upon application for a commercial driver’s license under K.S.A.
8-2,125 through 8-2,142, and amendments thereto;

(G) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications to be an em-
ployee of the state gaming agency;

(H) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications to be an em-
ployee of a tribal gaming commission or to hold a license issued pur-
suant to a tribal-state gaming compact;

(I) in any application for registration as a broker-dealer, agent, in-
vestment adviser or investment adviser representative all as defined in
K.S.A. 17-12a102, and amendments thereto;

(J) in any application for employment as a law enforcement officer
as defined in K.S.A. 22-2202 or 74-5602, and amendments thereto; or

(K) for applications received on and after July 1, 2006, to aid in de-
termining the petitioner’s qualifications for a license to carry a concealed
weapon pursuant to the personal and family protection act, K.S.A. 2014
Supp. 75-7c01 et seq., and amendments thereto;

(3) the court, in the order of expungement, may specify other cir-
cumstances under which the conviction is to be disclosed;

(4) the conviction may be disclosed in a subsequent prosecution for
an offense which requires as an element of such offense a prior convic-
tion of the type expunged; and

(5) upon commitment to the custody of the secretary of corrections,
any previously expunged record in the possession of the secretary of
corrections may be reinstated and the expungement disregarded, and
the record continued for the purpose of the new commitment.

(j) Whenever a person is convicted of a crime, pleads guilty and pays
a fine for a crime, is placed on parole, postrelease supervision or pro-
bation, is assigned to a community correctional services program, is
granted a suspended sentence or is released on conditional release, the
person shall be informed of the ability to expunge the arrest records or
conviction. Whenever a person enters into a diversion agreement, the
person shall be informed of the ability to expunge the diversion.

(k) (1) Subject to the disclosures required pursuant to subsection (i),
in any application for employment, license or other civil right or priv-
ilege, or any appearance as a witness, a person whose arrest records,
conviction or diversion of a crime has been expunged under this statute
may state that such person has never been arrested, convicted or di-
verted of such crime.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (k)(1), and except
as provided in subsection (a)(3)(A) of K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-

(l) Whenever the record of any arrest, conviction or diversion has
been expunged under the provisions of this section or under the pro-
visions of any other existing or former statute, the custodian of the re-

cords of arrest, conviction, diversion and incarceration relating to that
crime shall not disclose the existence of such records, except when re-
quested by:

(1) The person whose record was expunged;
(2) a private detective agency or a private patrol operator, and the

request is accompanied by a statement that the request is being made
in conjunction with an application for employment with such agency
or operator by the person whose record has been expunged;

(3) a court, upon a showing of a subsequent conviction of the person
whose record has been expunged;

(4) the secretary for aging and disability services, or a designee of
the secretary, for the purpose of obtaining information relating to em-
ployment in an institution, as defined in K.S.A. 76-12a01, and amend-
ments thereto, of the Kansas department for aging and disability serv-
ices of any person whose record has been expunged;

(5) a person entitled to such information pursuant to the terms of
the expungement order;

(6) a prosecutor, and such request is accompanied by a statement
that the request is being made in conjunction with a prosecution of an
offense that requires a prior conviction as one of the elements of such
offense;

(7) the supreme court, the clerk or disciplinary administrator
thereof, the state board for admission of attorneys or the state board for
discipline of attorneys, and the request is accompanied by a statement
that the request is being made in conjunction with an application for
admission, or for an order of reinstatement, to the practice of law in this
state by the person whose record has been expunged;

(8) the Kansas lottery, and the request is accompanied by a state-
ment that the request is being made to aid in determining qualifications
for employment with the Kansas lottery or for work in sensitive areas
within the Kansas lottery as deemed appropriate by the executive di-
rector of the Kansas lottery;

(9) the governor or the Kansas racing and gaming commission, or a
designee of the commission, and the request is accompanied by a state-
ment that the request is being made to aid in determining qualifications
for executive director of the commission, for employment with the com-
mission, for work in sensitive areas in parimutuel racing as deemed
appropriate by the executive director of the commission or for licensure,
renewal of licensure or continued licensure by the commission;

(10) the Kansas racing and gaming commission, or a designee of the
commission, and the request is accompanied by a statement that the
request is being made to aid in determining qualifications of the follow-
ing under the Kansas expanded lottery act: (A) Lottery gaming facility
managers and prospective managers, racetrack gaming facility manag-
ers and prospective managers, licensees and certificate holders; and (B)
their officers, directors, employees, owners, agents and contractors;

(11) the Kansas sentencing commission;
(12) the state gaming agency, and the request is accompanied by a

statement that the request is being made to aid in determining qualifi-
cations: (A) To be an employee of the state gaming agency; or (B) to be
an employee of a tribal gaming commission or to hold a license issued
pursuant to a tribal-gaming compact;

When a petition for expungement is filed, the official court
file shall be separated from the other records of the court, and shall be
disclosed only to a judge of the court and members of the staff of the
court designated by a judge of the district court, the prosecuting attor-
ney, the arresting law enforcement agency, or any other person when
authorized by a court order, subject to any conditions imposed by the
order. Except as otherwise provided by law, a petition for expungement
shall be accompanied by a docket fee in the amount of $176. Except as
provided further, the docket fee established in this section shall be the
only fee collected or moneys in the nature of a fee collected for the
docket fee. Such fee shall only be established by an act of the legislature
and no other authority is established by law or otherwise to collect a
fee. On and after July 1, 2013 2015, through July 1, 2015 June 30, 2017,
the supreme court may impose an additional charge, not to exceed $19
per docket fee, to fund the costs of non-judicial personnel. The petition
shall state:

(1) The petitioner’s full name;
(2) the full name of the petitioner at the time of arrest, if different

than the petitioner’s current name;
(3) the petitioner’s sex, race and date of birth;
(4) the crime for which the petitioner was arrested;
(5) the date of the petitioner’s arrest; and
(6) the identity of the arresting law enforcement agency.
No surcharge or fee shall be imposed to any person filing a petition

pursuant to this section, who was arrested as a result of being a victim
of identity theft under K.S.A. 21-4018, prior to its repeal, or subsection
(a) of K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 21-6107(a), and amendments thereto, or who
has had criminal charges dismissed because a court has found that there
was no probable cause for the arrest, the petitioner was found not guilty
in court proceedings or the charges have been dismissed. Any person
who may have relevant information about the petitioner may testify at
the hearing. The court may inquire into the background of the peti-
tioner.

(c) At the hearing on a petition for expungement, the court shall
order the arrest record and subsequent court proceedings, if any, ex-
punged upon finding: (1) The arrest occurred because of mistaken iden-
tity;

(2) a court has found that there was no probable cause for the arrest;
(3) the petitioner was found not guilty in court proceedings; or
(4) the expungement would be in the best interests of justice and:

(A) Charges have been dismissed; or (B) no charges have been or are
likely to be filed.

(d) When the court has ordered expungement of an arrest record
and subsequent court proceedings, if any, the order shall state the in-
formation required to be stated in the petition and shall state the
grounds for expungement under subsection (c). The clerk of the court
shall send a certified copy of the order to the Kansas bureau of inves-
tigation which shall notify the federal bureau of investigation, the sec-
retary of corrections and any other criminal justice agency which may
have a record of the arrest. If an order of expungement is entered, the
petitioner shall be treated as not having been arrested.

(e) If the ground for expungement is as provided in subsection
(c)(4), the court shall determine whether, in the interests of public wel-
fare, the records should be available for any of the following purposes:
(1) In any application for employment as a detective with a private
detective agency, as defined in K.S.A. 75-7b01, and amendments thereto;
as security personnel with a private patrol operator, as defined by K.S.A.
75-7b01, and amendments thereto; or with an institution, as defined in
K.S.A. 76-12a01, and amendments thereto, of the Kansas department for
aging and disability services;

(2) in any application for admission, or for an order of reinstate-
ment, to the practice of law in this state;

(3) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications for employ-
ment with the Kansas lottery or for work in sensitive areas within the
Kansas lottery as deemed appropriate by the executive director of the
Kansas lottery;

(4) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications for executive
director of the Kansas racing commission, for employment with the

commission or for work in sensitive areas in parimutuel racing as
deemed appropriate by the executive director of the commission, or to
aid in determining qualifications for licensure or renewal of licensure
by the commission;

(5) in any application for a commercial driver’s license under K.S.A.
8-2,125 through 8-2,142, and amendments thereto;

(6) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications to be an em-
ployee of the state gaming agency;

(7) to aid in determining the petitioner’s qualifications to be an em-
ployee of a tribal gaming commission or to hold a license issued pur-
suant to a tribal-state gaming compact; or

(8) in any other circumstances which the court deems appropriate.
(f) The court shall make all expunged records and related infor-

mation in such court’s possession, created prior to, on and after July 1,
2011, available to the Kansas bureau of investigation for the purposes
of:

(1) Completing a person’s criminal history record information
within the central repository in accordance with K.S.A. 22-4701 et seq.,
and amendments thereto; or

(2) providing information or documentation to the federal bureau
of investigation, in connection with the national instant criminal back-
ground check system, to determine a person’s qualification to possess
a firearm.

(g) Subject to any disclosures required under subsection (e), in any
application for employment, license or other civil right or privilege, or
any appearance as a witness, a person whose arrest records have been
expunged as provided in this section may state that such person has
never been arrested.

(h) Whenever a petitioner’s arrest records have been expunged as
provided in this section, the custodian of the records of arrest, incarcer-
ation due to arrest or court proceedings related to the arrest, shall not
disclose the arrest or any information related to the arrest, except as
directed by the order of expungement or when requested by the person
whose arrest record was expunged.

(i) The docket fee collected at the time the petition for expungement
is filed shall be disbursed in accordance with K.S.A. 20-362, and amend-
ments thereto.

(b) (1) Except as provided in paragraph (2), in actions involving the
violation of any of the laws of this state regulating traffic on highways,
including those listed in subsection (c) of K.S.A. 8-2118(c), and amend-
ments thereto, a cigarette or tobacco infraction, any act declared a crime
pursuant to the statutes contained in chapter 32 of the Kansas Statutes
Annotated, and amendments thereto, or any act declared a crime pur-
suant to the statutes contained in article 8 of chapter 82a of the Kansas
Statutes Annotated, and amendments thereto, whenever the prosecut-
ing witness or defendant is adjudged to pay the costs in the action, on
and after July 1, 2014, a docket fee of $86 shall be charged.

(b) The term ‘‘citation’’ means any complaint, summons, notice to
appear, ticket, warrant, penalty assessment or other official document
issued for the prosecution of the wildlife, parks and tourism laws or
rules and regulations of this state.

(c) In addition to penalties of law applicable under subsection (a)
when a person fails to comply with a wildlife, parks and tourism citation
or sentence for a violation of wildlife, parks and tourism laws or rules
and regulations, the district court in which the person should have com-

(2) Expenses. Expenses may be assessed against the complaining wit-
ness, a person initiating the proceedings, a party or an interested party,
other than the state, a political subdivision of the state, an agency of the
state or of a political subdivision of the state or a person acting in the
capacity of an employee of the state or of a political subdivision of the
state. When expenses are recovered from a person against whom they
have been assessed the general fund of the county shall be reimbursed
in the amount of the recovery. If it appears to the court in any proceed-
ings under this code that expenses were unreasonably incurred at the
request of any party the court may assess that portion of the expenses
against the party.

(d) Cases in which venue is transferred. If venue is transferred from
one county to another, the court from which the case is transferred shall
send to the receiving court a statement of expenses paid from the gen-
eral fund of the sending county. If the receiving court collects any of
the expenses owed in the case, the receiving court shall pay to the send-
ing court an amount proportional to the sending court’s share of the
total expenses owed to both counties. The expenses of the sending
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county shall not be an obligation of the receiving county except to the
extent that the sending county’s proportion of the expenses is collected
by the receiving court. All amounts collected shall first be applied to-
ward payment of the docket fee.

60-2203a is hereby
amended to read as follows: 60-2203a. (a) After the commencement of
any action in any district court of this state, or the courts of the United
States in the state of Kansas or in any action now pending heretofore
commenced in such courts, which does not involve title to real estate,
any party to such action may give notice in any other county of the state
of the pendency of the action by filing for record with the clerk of the
district court of such other county a verified statement setting forth the
parties to the action, the nature of the action, the court in which it is
pending, and the relief sought, which shall impart notice of the pen-
dency of the action and shall result in the same lien rights as if the action
were pending in that county. The lien shall be effective from the time
the statement is filed, but not to exceed four months prior to the entry
of judgment except as provided in subsection (c). The party filing such
notice shall within 30 days after any satisfaction of the judgment entered
in such action, or any other final disposition thereof, cause to be filed
with such clerk of the district court a notice that all claims in such action
are released. If the party filing fails or neglects to do so after reasonable
demand by any party in interest, such party shall be liable in damages
in the same amounts and manner as is provided by law for failure of a
mortgagee to enter satisfaction of a mortgage. Upon the filing of such
a notice of the pendency of an action the clerk shall charge a fee of $14
and shall enter and index the action in the same manner as for the filing
of an original action. Upon the filing of a notice of release, the notice
shall likewise be entered on the docket. Except as provided further, the
fee established in this subsection shall be the only fee collected or mon-
eys in the nature of a fee collected for the court procedure. Such fee shall
only be established by an act of the legislature and no other authority
is established by law or otherwise to collect a fee. On and after July 1,
2013 2015, through July 1, 2015 June 30, 2017, the supreme court may
impose an additional charge, not to exceed $22 per fee, to fund the costs
of non-judicial personnel.

(b) Any notice of the type provided for in subsection (a) which was
filed on or after January 10, 1977, and prior to the effective date of this
act shall be deemed to impart notice of the pendency of the action in
the same manner as if the provisions of subsection (a) were in force and
effect on and after January 10, 1977.

(c) Notwithstanding the foregoing provisions of this section, the fil-
ing of a notice of the pendency of an action pursuant to subsection (a)
shall create no lien rights against the property of an employee of the
state or a municipality prior to the date judgment is rendered if the
pleadings in the pending action allege a negligent or wrongful act or
omission of the employee while acting within the scope of such em-
ployee’s employment, regardless of whether or not it is alleged in the
alternative that the employee was acting outside of such employee’s
employment. A judgment against an employee shall become a lien upon
such employee’s property in the county where notice is filed pursuant
to subsection (a) when the judgment is rendered only if it is found that:
(1) The employee’s negligent or wrongful act or omission occurred
when the employee was acting outside the scope of such employee’s
employment; or (2) the employee’s conduct which gave rise to the judg-
ment was because of actual fraud or actual malice of the employee. In
such cases the lien shall not be effective prior to the date judgment was
rendered. As used in this subsection (c), ‘‘employee’’ shall have the

thereto.

(c) Except as provided further, the docket fee established in this sec-
tion shall be the only fee collected or moneys in the nature of a fee
collected for the docket fee. Such fee shall only be established by an act
of the legislature and no other authority is established by law or oth-
erwise to collect a fee. On and after July 1, 2013 2015, through July 1,
2015 June 30, 2017, the supreme court may impose an additional charge,
not to exceed $12.50 per docket fee, to fund the costs of non-judicial
personnel.

Sec. 27. On July 1, 2015, K.S.A. 2014 Supp. 61-4001 is hereby
amended to read as follows: 61-4001. (a) Docket fee. (1) No case shall be
filed or docketed pursuant to the code of civil procedure for limited
actions without the payment of a docket fee in the amount of $35 on
and after July 1, 2013, if the amount in controversy or claimed does not
exceed $500; $55 on and after July 1, 2013, if the amount in controversy
or claimed exceeds $500 but does not exceed $5,000; or $101 on and after
July 1, 2013, if the amount in controversy or claimed exceeds $5,000.

2015 June 30, 2017, the supreme court may impose an additional charge,
not to exceed $19 per docket fee, to fund the costs of non-judicial per-
sonnel.

(b) Poverty affidavit; additional court costs; exemptions for the state and
municipalities. The provisions of subsections (b), (c) and (d) of K.S.A. 60-
2001(b), (c) and (d) and 60-2005, and amendments thereto, shall be ap-
plicable to lawsuits brought under the code of civil procedure for lim-
ited actions.
