One 
to three firms will be asked to enter into negotiations with 
KDOT for a contract, with compensation provisions for 
payment of actual direct costs plus fixed fee, subject to an 
upper limit of compensation. In the event KDOT cannot 
reach agreement with the highest ranked firm(s), it will 
terminate negotiations with such firm and commence ne-
gotiations with the next highest ranked firm, and so on, 
until either agreement is reached for a satisfactory scope of 
services for a fair and reasonable price, or KDOT decides 
to pursue other alternatives.

The firms accounting systems must have the following 
capabilities before the firm may be awarded a contract:

•	 Valid, reliable, and current costs must be available 
within the system to support cost and pricing data.

•	 Capability to provide a means of measuring the rea-
sonableness of incurred costs.

•	 Capability to identify and accumulate allowable 
costs by contract or project records which will 	
reconcile with the general ledger.

•	 Ability to provide supporting documentation of ac-
tual expenditures for each billing, based on costs.

The NBAF’s onsite wastewater treatment system begins with 
multi-step processes to reduce concentrations of pollutants to meet 
City of Manhattan pretreatment requirements prior to discharge to 
the City of Manhattan sanitary sewer. These processes include micro- 
screening, three dual-stage trickling filter systems operated in paral-
lel, and a two-cell constructed wetlands.

Promoting Cooperation in Economic Development
WHEREAS, the Kansas City Region is of vital impor-
tance to the economic well-being and prosperity of the 
State of Kansas; and
WHEREAS, movement of existing businesses and jobs 
across the state line does not result in tangible economic 
growth within the Region; and
WHEREAS, Kansas and its citizens will benefit from real 
economic growth through new job creation and capital 
investment within the Region; and
WHEREAS, Kansas and Missouri should use their lim-
ited resources on efforts to grow the region and cease 
providing incentives to businesses that move across the 
border merely to access economic development incen-
tives; and
WHEREAS, the states have long considered and dis-
cussed opportunities to help end the “Border War”; and
WHEREAS, greater cooperation between Kansas and 
Missouri and their respective local units of government 
will result in economic development opportunities to 
produce greater prosperity throughout the Region by al-
lowing economic development incentives to be used to 
create new jobs and capital investment; and
WHEREAS, reaching a true resolution of the issues re-
ferred to as the “Border War” requires understanding and 
cooperation between the states and local governments.
NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested in 
me as Governor of the State of Kansas, I hereby declare that:

1.	 On and after August 28, 2019, no state-level eco-
nomic development incentive programs under my 
jurisdiction shall be used to incent businesses with 
jobs currently located in the Missouri counties of 
Jackson, Platte, Clay, or Cass to relocate those exist-
ing jobs to the Kansas counties of Johnson, Wyan-
dotte, or Miami.

2.	 On and after August 28, 2019, Kansas’ state-level 
economic development incentive programs shall be 
limited to the net new jobs created for any business 
or company relocating from the Missouri border 
counties of Platte, Jackson, Clay, or Cass into John-
son, Wyandotte, or Miami counties in Kansas.

3.	 State of Kansas economic development incentive 
programs subject to this Order include Promoting 
Employment Across Kansas, Kansas Industrial 
Training and Retraining, Job Creation Fund and 
any other state loan funding or administered discre-
tionary economic development incentive programs.

4.	 I also strongly encourage and expect local units of 
government in Kansas, who are not under my ju-
risdiction but whose cooperation will be critical to 
resolving the “Border War” and promoting true 
economic growth across the Region, to limit local 
incentives to net new jobs in the Region.

5.	 Additionally, in order to equalize local economic 
development incentives to the greatest extent pos-
sible, local government units in Missouri must not 
offer property tax abatements to relocating compa-
nies that exceed the 10-year term allowed in Kansas.

6.	 The Kansas Secretary of Commerce is directed to 
share with the Missouri Department of Economic 
Development information necessary to effectuate 
the purposes of this Order.

7.	 Additional provisions or steps required to accom-
plish the intent of this Order will be reflected in an 
Agreement signed by the governors of Kansas and 
Missouri. In the event this Order and the forthcom-
ing Agreement are inconsistent or contradictory, 
this Order will control.

8.	 This Order is intended to satisfy the provisions of 
Mo. Rev. Stat. § 135.1670, Section 3, as amended by 
2019 Senate Bill 182, regarding the issuance of “an 
executive order or similar action which prohibits 
the Kansas Department of Commerce or any other 
Kansas executive department from providing eco-
nomic incentives for jobs that are relocated from a 
Missouri border county to a Kansas border county.”

9.	 In the event any party—including relevant local 
government units—fails to demonstrate the requi-
site good faith and cooperation necessary to achieve 
the purposes of this Order, I may exercise my au-
thority as Governor to rescind this Order. In partic-
ular, if any local government unit in Platte, Jackson, 
Clay, or Cass counties in Missouri, including the 
Kansas City Port Authority, provides property tax 
incentives for a term exceeding 10 years for the re-
location of existing jobs from the Kansas counties of 
Johnson, Wyandotte, or Miami, I may exercise my 
authority to rescind this Order.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State 
as Executive Order No. 19-09 and is effective immediately.

This 90-day notice period prior to the hearing consti-
tutes a public comment period for the purpose of receiv-
ing written public comments on the proposed adminis-
trative regulations.

All interested parties may submit written comments 
prior to the hearing to the Chairman of the Commission, 
Kansas Department of Wildlife, Parks and Tourism, 1020 
S. Kansas Ave., Suite 200, Topeka, KS 66612 or to sheila.
kemmis@ks.gov if electronically. All interested parties will 
be given a reasonable opportunity at the hearing to express 
their views orally in regard to the adoption of the proposed 
regulations. During the hearing, all written and oral com-
ments submitted by interested parties will be considered 
by the commission as a basis for approving, amending and 
approving, or rejecting the proposed regulations.

The regulations that will be heard during the regulato-
ry hearing portion of the meeting are as follows:

K.A.R. 115-7-1. This permanent regulation sets le-
gal equipment, methods of taking and other provisions 
for fishing. The proposed amendments would require 
closed-cell construction for float material on trotlines.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-7-10. This permanent regulation sets spe-
cial provisions for fishing. The proposed amendments 
would update the department’s Kansas aquatic nuisance 
species designated waters reference document.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-9-9. This permanent regulation sets re-
quirements for electronic licenses, permits, tags, and oth-
er issues of the department. The proposed amendments 
would allow for use of mobile devices to carry licenses.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-15-1. This permanent regulation designates 
threatened and endangered species in Kansas. The pro-
posed amendments would list one species, the Cylindri-
cal papershell mussel, as endangered and de-list one spe-
cies, the Arkansas darter, from threatened status.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-15-2. This permanent regulation designates 
nongame species, otherwise known as Species In Need 
of Conservation or SINC status. The proposed amend-
ments would add one new SINC species, the Arkansas 
Darter, and remove one SINC species, the Wabash pigtoe 
mussel.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-18-6a. This new permanent regulation 
would exempt school motor vehicles from needing a mo-
tor vehicle permit to enter a state park.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.

K.A.R. 115-25-14. This exempt regulation sets creel lim-
it, size limit, possession limit and open season for fishing. 
The proposed amendments would update the reference 
document for length and creel limits at various locations 
across the state.

Economic Impact Summary: No substantial negative 
economic impact to the department, other state agencies, 
small businesses, or individual members of the public is 
anticipated.
