If the
electors approve a ballot question that purports requiring
resubmitting the question at a future election, such ques-
tion must be resubmitted to the electors to avoid a chal-
lenge on the basis of a misleading ballot. There is no stat-
utory mechanism for a city or county governing body to
modify the purpose of a local retailers’ sales tax that was
previously adopted by the electorate.
