The Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE) is providing notice of its intent to issue a Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Hazardous Waste Management Permit to Exline Leasing, Inc. (Owner
and Operator). The facility is located at 3256 E. Country Club Rd., Salina, Kansas, and has EPA identification
number KSD007127327. The proposed renewal permit will require Exline Leasing, Inc. to continue post-closure
care and corrective action at the facility.

In October 1985, the State of Kansas received final authorization from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) to implement a hazardous waste management program in lieu of the federal program, except for those
portions covered by the 1984 Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments (HSWA). In September 2013, authority
for the corrective action portion of the RCRA program was delegated to the State of Kansas.

The draft permit sets forth, in a concise document, the applicable requirements that KDHE will require the
permittee to comply with during the 10-year duration of the permit. The draft permit includes standard permit
conditions, general facility conditions, post-closure care requirements, and groundwater corrective action
requirements for Solid Waste Management Units (SWMUs) and Areas of Concern (AOCs).

The draft permit is being considered for issuance under authority of the Kansas Statutes Annotated (K.S.A))
65-3430 et seq. and Kansas Administrative Regulations (K.A.R.) 28-31-4 through 28-31-279a. Documents that
support the permit conditions specified in the draft permit are part of the administrative record. Applicable
regulations are found in 40 CFR Parts 124, 260 through 264, 268, and 270, as specified in this draft permit. All
citations found in the draft permit to federal regulations are for the sake of convenience. Some modifications
to federal regulations by applicable state regulations are noted in this draft permit, but all modifications to
federal regulations by state regulations are incorporated. To the extent that state regulations exclude any
sections of applicable federal regulations, those sections of federal regulations shall remain in effect but shall
not be enforceable by the Secretary. In the instance of inconsistent language or discrepancies between Permit
conditions, state regulations, or federal regulations, state regulations shall govern.

State hazardous waste laws require that the public be given at least 45 days to review the administrative record
for the draft permit prior to KDHE taking a final action. The purpose of having a public comment period is to
ensure that interested parties have the opportunity to evaluate the conditions specified in the draft permit and
to provide their input into the permit decision-making process. The administrative record, which contains the
draft permit, the fact sheet, and all information submitted by the applicant pertaining to this permit action, is
available for public review. All data submitted by the applicant is part of the administrative record. Copies of the
administrative record can be reviewed from March 13 through April 28, 2025, Monday through Friday, during
normal business hours at the following locations:

If commments received during the
public comment period result in revision(s), the permit will become effective 30 days after service of notice of
the final decision to allow for public review of the revisions in accordance with 40 CFR 124.15 and K A.R. 28-31-
124(c)(8). Appeals of the final permit decision for the permit must be filed within 15 days after service of notice in
accordance with K.S.A 65-3440 and K.S.A. 77-601 et.seq.

The Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE), Radiation Control Program, will conduct a public
hearing at 10:00 a.m. Wednesday, May 21, 2025, in the Azure Conference Room, 4th Floor, Curtis State Office
Building, 1000 SW Jackson, Topeka, Kansas, to consider the adoption of proposed amended regulations K A.R.
28-35-189a, 28-35-221b, 28-35-264, 28-35-284, 28-35-354, 28-35-505, and 28-35-700.

A summary of the proposed regulations and estimated economic impact follows.

Summary of Regulations

Updates to adopted regulations include the latest federal medical requirements, federal security requirements,
and the latest appendix of values to be used for determining requirements for transportation. These updates
are mostly corrections to addresses listed in adopted federal documents.

Instant reading dosimeters have been useful in certain applications. They allow authorized users of radioactive
material to quickly determine their radiation dose in the field without waiting for their dosimeter to be mailed
out of the state, read by a certified laboratory and the results to return. Current regulatory language would bar
their use and is now being updated to match Nuclear Regulatory Commission language.

Economic Impact

There are no estimated changes to aggregate state revenues or expenditures for the implementation of the
proposed rules and regulations. There are no anticipated economic impacts resulting from the proposed
regulations. There are no changes to revenues or costs to cities, counties, or school districts.

The time period between the publication of this notice and the scheduled public hearing constitutes a
comment period of at least 60 days for the purpose of receiving written public comments on the proposed
regulations. All interested parties may submit written comments prior to 5:00 p.m. on the day of the

hearing to David Lawrenz, Kansas Department of Health and Environment, Bureau of Community Health
Systems, Radiation Control Program, 1000 SW Jackson, Suite 330, Topeka, KS 66612 or by email to david.
lawrenz@ks.gov. Interested parties are encouraged to participate in the public hearing by submitting written
comments.

During the hearing, all interested parties will be given a reasonable opportunity to present their views orally on
the proposed regulations as well as an opportunity to submit their written comments. It is requested that each
individual giving oral comments also provide a written copy of their comments for the record. In order to give
each individual an opportunity to present their views, it may be necessary for the hearing officer to request that
each presenter limit an oral presentation to an appropriate time frame.
